ABOUT US
Western Lake Superior Habitat for Humanity is an Affiliate of Habitat for Humanity International. We are separately incorporated and have our own programs and do our own fundraising. We are one of twenty-two different affiliates in Minnesota. We are also fortunate enough to be part of Habitat Minnesota which is not an affiliate but an organization that provides technical support to the Minnesota affiliates and advocates on our behalf to Habitat International. 
Here at Western Lake Superior Habitat for Humanity our service area covers, Lake County, Carlton County, and southern St. Louis County, including the City of Duluth. We used to be known as Twin Ports Habitat and served Douglas County Wisconsin as well. We now only work in Minnesota. 
Our mission is affordable housing. We offer a hand up – not a handout – to hard working families who are unable to qualify for traditional home financing. Using the funds we raise and community volunteers we build at least one new home every three years. We provide no interest financing for the homes we build and we hold the mortgage. There are twenty-one families who are not renting but rather building intergenerational wealth by living in their own home because of our work. Over the years we have built and financed more than seventy-five homes. We also have a program called Age in Place to provide basic safety repairs to existing homes that allow homeowners to stay in their homes safely. Check out our website at www.wlshabitat.org. We currently have two paid staff: the Executive Director and an Office Administrator. Our Board of Directors is essential to maintaining our fiscal integrity and community outreach.
